They bought the car.

Where did you buy the car?

I am buying chocolate.

Are you buying chocolate.
Yes (I buy, buy)

No (I don’t buy, don’t buy)
Doesn’t he buy chocolate?
She doesn’t buy chocolate.
We buy chocolate.

Do y’all buy chocolate.

They buy chocolate.

Where do you buy chocolate?

I will buy the car.

Will you buy the car.

Yes (will buy) / No (won’t buy)
Won’t he buy the car?

She won’t buy the car.

We will buy the car.

Will y’all buy the car.

They will buy the car.

Where will you buy the cup?

I would buy the car.

Would you buy the car.

Yes (I would buy) / No (I wouldn’t buy)
Wouldn’t he buy the car?

She wouldn’t buy the car.

We would buy the car.

Would you buy the car.

They would buy the car.

Where would you buy the car?

He’s buying the car.
